The Peace Testimony

(Edited extract takn from a pioject written whilst at Highlan@heological College)

n the 12th ofMarch 295 inThevesta,North

Africa a man called Maximilairus stood bebre
a Roman proconsul for refusing to be a conscript in
the amy. He was odered to be put under the dot
rule as he vas in fact fit for sewice in the amy.
Howe\er, he boldly proclaimed that because ofhis
faith in Christ he could not be a soldierAfter con
tinued efforts by the proconsul to male him recon
sider he vas warned tha the punishment for not
joining up was dedh. His response to this dis
pleased the poconsul as he poclaimed that they
could behead him if they liked, but he would never
choose to be a soldier othis world for he was a sol
dier of the Christ. The proconsul e/en atempted to
get the young marnis father to corvince him of his
duty to take up ams, but his father pointed out tha
he was old enough to mak his avn decisions Even
after the poconsul pointed out tha others who
claimed to follow Jesus had joined the any, the
young man stood irm on his corvictions. After
thredas of a cruel deah he pointed out thd as a bl-
lower of Christ he would not truly die but go to be
with Christ the Lord. Finally he was odered to be
led away to die by the svord at which he said‘God
be praised!’

The dove stoy is one otthe irst ever recoded
accounts ot conscientious objector being tyrad
from the Christian adition.Throughout the long histo
ry of Christianity ther has alays been adace
Testimory, the testimown of those wo hare denounced
war and emlarced non - violenc&he aim ofthis pioj-
ect shall be to consider tl®ts of this Reace
Testimop.
